Bright Futures

Scholars, sponsors and donors came
together last fall for BRIDGE’s Stein and
Colwell Scholarships Event at the Salesforce
Tower. These programs have awarded
nearly $2 million to date, helping hundreds
of residents pursue their educational and
career goals.

Fueling Sustainability

By implementing sustainability measures,
BRIDGE has improved overall energy
performance of its properties by 49.1%
from a 2010 baseline, averaging an annual
9.1% improvement on its portfolio in a
given year.

Above and Beyond

BRIDGE Property Management Company
staff are essential, frontline workers who
are keeping our 25,000 residents as safe as
possible, going the extra mile to help with
JObS Pathway meal delivery and other coordinated needs.

BRIDGE is leveraging construction jobs as
a pathway for economic mobility. At the
Potrero community transformation site, for
example, BRIDGE and partners exceeded
Section 3 local hiring goals, with 35% of
newly created jobs filled by public housing
residents.
