At the Better Buildings Summit in Cleveland OH, BRIDGE Housing received a
Leadership Award for tracking and sharing building performance information through a
data display in the Better Buildings Challenge Multifamily Sector. Through measures
such as lighting and water retrofits and HVAC upgrades, we have achieved energy
performance improvement of greater than 6% at more than 10 of our properties, and
more than half the properties reporting whole building data have shown energy
improvements since 2016.
